Broad Categories of Qualifications and Experience etc.
for the Panel of Arbitrators

Judges:

Honorably Retired as Judge of the Supreme Court or any of the High Courts and have made judicial pronouncements
in some arbitration cases.

Advocates:
Practicing in the Supreme Court or at the level of the High Court for at least fifteen years with experience in

arbitration matters and knowledge of corporate laws particularly Arbitration and Contract Law and Arbitration
Procedures.

Engineers, Chartered Engineers etc.:

(a) Honorably Retired not below the rank of Chief Engineer in the CPWD or in any other Department of the Central
or State Governments.

(b) Chartered Engineers having specialization of Engineering, Construction contracts and work in specific field at
least fifteen years such as Valuation of Building and Urban Laws, designing of building, building construction,
architectural or structural designing of building, projects, dam, Govt. contracts etc. and at least five years experience
in conduct of arbitration cases, law and procedure.

Chartered Accountants:

Chartered Accountants/Chartered Secretaries with at least fifteen years experience and knowledge in the profession
and at least five years experience in conduct of arbitration cases, law & procedures.

Executives:

Company Secretaries and Senior legal and commercial executives in Government, public sector undertakings or
private commercial organizations or Professor/Lecturer with at least fifteen years experience in the profession and at
least five years experience of legal, arbitration or commercial matters.
